Per Capita Increase the National Board is making a recommendation for an increase in our Per Capita. President Madigan shared the rationale for the increase. The recommended increase from the National Board is to increase the Per Capita $1.00 per year over a 5-year period, capping out at $10.00, beginning with the 2025 end of year report. President Madigan called for a motion. Chris Brogan (NY) made a motion to increase the Per Capita $1.00 per year over a 5-year period, capping out at $10.00, beginning with the 2025 end of year report. Motion received a second by Christine O’Reilly (NY.) Call for discussion. Election Chair McSweeney made a motion to close the report of the Elections committee with a second by Karen Keane (NY.) Call for discussion, being none, MOTION PASSED.
